A great way to travel to the
festival is by train! The Piedmont,
originating from Raleigh, and the

Carolinian, originating from Charlotte, will
be making their once-a-year stops in
Lexington for the Barbecue Festival. Plan to
spend the day in Lexington. We’ll be rolling
out the red carpet when your train arrives. A hospitality area, adjacent to the
passenger train stop, will be staffed all day by volunteer hosts. Call Amtrak
direct at 1-800-USA-RAIL and ask for the special Lexington stops on October
24th. (Ask agent to use city code LEX). The Carolinian arrives in Lexington at
8:42 am (train #80) and departs at 7:17 pm (train #79). The Piedmont arrives
in Lexington at 8:57 am (train #73) and departs at 6:04 pm (train #74).

Lexington in private parking lots. Parking lots are operated by community
groups with most charging a daily fee to park.  Important! We urge you not to
park on side streets or alleys surrounding the festival. Vehicles parked illegally
WILL be towed.

Shop”.  From traditional chopping events including the underhand and standing block chops, where
these tough lumberjacks will use six and a half pound, razor sharp axes to blast their way through
12 inch logs…. to the old time sawing events such as the Two Man, Jack & Jill and Single Handed
Sawing, where the really big logs are cut with saws sharpened like our grandparents could only
dream about…. and to the modern day chain saws, which are super modified to the point where they
would make a Nascar driver green with envy, these events will amaze all audience members. Plan to
catch the one hour shows at 12:00 & 2:00 then the finals at 4:00!

Racing pigs will be a major attraction at the Barbecue Festival! Specially bred and
trained, these fleet footed racing pigs bolt from the starting gate at the sound of the bell
and race around an oval track with ears laid back, stubby legs churning and curly tails
sailing along behind.
